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When organizing paragraphs, it’s common to start with the broadest theme (most
foundational to your field) and then to narrow themes (more specific debates/approaches)
with each subsequent paragraph, ending with the theme most closely related to your
paper’s contribution and then explaining what your contribution will be.
0 Some professors may want you to begin with a paragraph summarizing the literature
as a whole: How much is there? Are there seminal works? (Dudenhefer 2014)
